Types of loops

Open loop  
system:

Closed loop systems:
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Compared to standard  
heating and cooling equipment, 
geothermal heat pumps can use 
up to 65% less energy. 

To heat, the loop collects natural heat from the earth and 
pumps it through the heat pump to warm your home.

To cool, the loop collects heat from your home and 
pumps it to the cooler earth below.

How do they work?
The secret is a loop of pipes 
underground that transfers heat 
from the ground to your home.
